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BYLAW NO. 890
OF THE

TOWN OF KILLAM

IN THE PROVINCE OF ALBERTA
BEING A BYLAW OF THE TOWN OF KILLAM, IN THE PROVINCE OF ALBERTA, FOR THE PURPOSE OF AMENDING THE TOWN OF KILLAM MUNICIPAL LAND USE BYLAW NO. 880.

WHEREAS the Council of the Town of Killam considers it necessary to amend the Land Use Bylaw No. 880, and

WHEREAS the Council has the authority pursuant to the provisions of the Municipal Government Act, Revised Statutes of Alberta, 2000, Chapter M26, to amend the said Land Use Bylaw No. 880.
NOW THEREFORE the Council of the Town of Killam, duly assembled, enacts as follows:

THAT the Land Use Bylaw No. 880, and

be hereby amended as follows:

Amend with the additions noted in yellow below: 
18.2.6
An application for a Development permit shall be considered complete within twenty (20) days of being received unless an agreement reached between the Development Authority and the applicant to extend the twenty-day period. If the Development Authority fails to determine that the application is completed within the prescribed period, the application shall be deemed to be complete in accordance with the Act.
18.2.7
When in the opinion of the Development Authority, an application is deemed to be incomplete having not met the requirements of Section 17, the applicant shall be advised in writing that the application is incomplete and will not be processed until all the required information is provided. The written notice shall include a description of the information required for completion and the deadline for by which the required information is to be submitted. The failure to submit the required information in accordance with the notice shall result in the application being deemed refused.
18.2.8
Should the application be refused; the application form and all submissions shall be returned to the applicant.
18.2.9
Where the proposed development is located on a parcel of land with a conditionally approved subdivision the application shall be deemed incomplete until the subdivision is registered at Land Titles.
18.2.10 
If an application for a Development Permit is deemed incomplete, the applicant may request that the application be reviewed by the Development Authority as submitted for a decision. A request for a review and decision of an incomplete application must be made in writing and signed by the applicant. The Development Authority must respond in writing to this request prior to the expiry of the Development Permit Consideration period.

A portable sign shall be installed, serviced, removed, and accessed from the property on which the sign is located. Siting and setbacks are as follows:

a) No portable signs shall be permitted in ditches.

b) The sign shall not be closer than 1.5 to any property line, within 3m of any access or 10m from any intersection.

No portable signs are permitted on Town owned property, unless approved by Administration.

A maximum of 8 portable signs will be allowed within the Town at any given time.
